Art – Andy Goldsworthy

[bookmark: _GoBack]Andy Goldsworthy is a British environmentalist and artist, undertaking photography and sculpting. He often uses brightly coloured flowers, icicles, leaves, mud, pinecones, sticks and stones. He loves the challenge of not being able to edit nature and often uses his bare hands to create his art. He is particularly famous for his rock balancing sculptures that are specific to the location. Andy uses photography to record his art growing, in place and then decaying – embracing the full cycle of nature. Have a go at creating your own masterpiece. Remember only use what has already fallen – do not pick anything. 
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
